I have been a Colorado resident all of my life. I don’t remember any other combination 
of early winter snow storms back-to-back and cold temperatures such as we have seen in 
the past 30 days.
The city crews fought the accumulation of snow by working 24 hours a day for 15 days. 
They worked in 12 hour shifts and even rented an additional motor grader to clear the 
roads.
So much snow fell that the crews ran out of places to move it. They couldn’t plow all the 
lanes clear without covering parked cars. They couldnôt plow the cars out without ýlling 
the driving lanes with piled snow. 
Littleton is reputed to have 165 miles of streets. The major streets were opened and 
kept open and each residential street was plowed at least twice by a plow or a grader. 
Recently crews have focused on keeping public sidewalks cleared and responding to 
citizen requests to address problem areas.
It is impossible to plow all the streets clear to the pavement with the equipment and 
manpower available. Other metro cities had it far worse as their crews weren’t as 
capable as ours.
Perfect clearing would require heated streets and more money to keep them heated than 
we will ever have.
All-in-all they did a ýne job. If you have a chance, thank them for their work.

WHAT’S HAPPENED

Littleton’s Director of Communications 
issued a press release describing the 
process as follows:
ñWal-Mart is proposing an 187,000 
square-foot store on the west side of Santa 
Fe Drive south of the Meadowood Village 
Mobile Home Park. The 23.5-acre site 
consists of three parcels and is zoned 
R-S (Residential Suburban Agricultural 
District). For the project to move forward, 
the city council must ultimately approve 
rezoning the property to PD-C (Planned 
Development Commercial). 
The City Code speciýes the criteria for all 
rezonings. The criteria include: an error 
in the original zoning of the property, or 
changing conditions in the particular area 
or in the city in general, or consistency 
with the goals and policies of the 
comprehensive plan.
The Planning Commission is an advisory 
body and its decision is not binding upon 
the city council. The city council will 
hold a public hearing at a later date after 
the Planning Commission forwards a 
recommendation.”
The Planning Commission has 
recommended that City Council 
approve the rezoning. 
Wal-Mart has been through the conceptual 
Developmental Review Committee 
(“DRC”) meeting on the Site Development 
Plan, Plat and Rezoning. 
They are currently making revision 
to the three applications and will be 
resubmitting to the DRC for ýnal review 
on their time schedule. 

Plat is being put on hold until applicant gains 
approval or denial on rezoning application.
The City’s website describes the DRC as 
follows:  
“The Development Review committee 
(DRC) consists of three voting members, 
all from the City staff. Members are the 
City Manager the Director of Community 
Development and the Director of Public 
Services. Members may designate 
others to serve in their behalf. Many 
other City agencies provide technical 
assistance to the DRC, including Building, 
Engineering, Fire, Planning, Police and 
Zoning Departments. 
DRC reviews all development proposals 
within the community. Recommendations 
are made by DRC to the Planning 
commission or the City Council on 
rezoning, subdivision or conditional use 
applications. DRC has ýnal approval 
authority on all site plans required for the 
issuance of a Building Permit.ò

WHAT'S NEXT 

The City Council has scheduled two 
meetings to hear this rezoning application.  
The ýrst was on January 23. The second 
meeting is on Tuesday, January 30. 
It will be held at Littleton Center (City 
Hall) at 7:00 pm. It is a public meeting 
and if this issue is important to you 
we recommend that you attend if at all 
possible.

 

WHERE DOES THE 
COMPLAN FIT?
 
There is a major question regarding the 
proposed rezoning.  Does the current 
COMPLAN mean anything to the 
Planning Commission or to the City 
Council?
The COMPLAN which is now in effect 
states:
“Littleton’s Comprehensive Planning 
Program was devised as a means by which 
residents and businessmen could provide 
direction to City ofýcials on decisions 
affecting future growth and development, 
and maintenance of a sound, viable 
community. 
LAND USE
Policy 3: New development in the interior 
of established neighborhoods, not adjacent 
to arterial streets, should respect the 
existing densities and land uses of the 
neighborhoods in order that the character 
is preserved.  
Policy 13: Land west of Santa Fe Drive, 
south of Church Street, north of Lee 
Gulch, and east of the South Platte River 
should be developed in accordance 
with the Santa Fe Corridor Study and 
the policies of the Littleton Riverfront 
Authority. 
Attorney Bob Hoban sent a letter listing 
all the reasons the proposed rezoning did 
not follow the City Municipal Code.
